the pupll activity program. As tey progressed in this
evaluation, it becams evident that further study was needed
which would ald in improving the program now in existence.
The opinions anavfaa&a aiprﬁssad 1& this atudy should pro=
vide sponsors of the various activities with evidence upon
which to mske further evaluations of their own respective
activities, 1In addition, it was believed thet improvement
would result in more msaningful experiences for ths students
of the school.  Also, t.h;s visiting evaluating mnunittas, in
their written report, made several recommendations to im= .
prove the program. 7To emphesize the importance of this
‘study, the following excerpt is quoted from their report:

o + o It is hoped that the extracurricular program of



any school should try in soms way to reach the intereats
and needs of svery pupll in the school, as it is the

It is hoped that this study will contribute in meet-
ing the educational needs of youth at Achilles School, as
well ss to supplement the literature in the field in which
the study was made,

Scope snd limitations., This project will be limited
to the pupil activity program at Achillss High School during

the 1951-52 school session.

Sources of data and procedure. Data for this study
came from four chief sources: "An Activity Progrem for Achilles
High School," (Appendix B)j Completed check lists of the
Evaluative Criteria, 1880 Edition, mads by the faculty;?
Visiting committes report on "An Evaluation of Achilles High
8choo1"® and & Student Questionnaire, (aAppendix A.)

In developing this study, ﬁhgaa pa:tiﬁant agpects con-
cerning the aﬁhﬁaizaﬁmmnnity,’tha'guyix paﬁﬁ&a;ian, the school
staff, the achool facilities and a description of the present
pupll activities ﬁragwa& iai&tba presented,

The present program wss evolved as a result of staff
cooperation, (A copy of the exiatingtpragram will be found
in Appendix B.) It hed been In effect two years before be=-
ing svaluated, Certain aspects of this program pertinent
to this study will be described in Chapter II.

Results of the evalustions, using the Evaluative
Criteris, by the school staff snd visiting committee will be
revealed together with their recommendations. In order that
thess data will have added significance, results of a Student
Questionneire will be presented. It is belleved that thess
data will assist the investigator in formulating specific
plans for imgvav&naabha present pupll sctivities program.

The Student Questionnaire, which was distributed to the
students of the school to discover the opinions of the pupils
regarding the puplil activity program, was devesloped after &
series of discussions as to methods by which pupil interests,
suggestions and naadaApbuia be discoversd and identifled.

The alms snd objJectives were listed under each major

category, as enumerated in Section E of the Evaluative

School assembly. A sequence of learning exercises

pressnted to all or a largs part of the pupils and the
staff of & school,

School Eubmicablensﬁl These include any printed
or mimsographed yaarﬁeok, aﬁnnal, handbook, magazine
or newspapar that is edited and manasged by a group of
pupils under the ausplices of the school.

Music setivities, As used in this study, music
activities include all those muslic sotivities for which
no eredit toward graduation is given..

Dramatic and spesch sotivities. Drams and speech

ectivitiss include those which are primerily devoted to

the creation, preparation and production of plays or



activities designed to facilitate the development of
gpsach,

FPhysleoal sctivities for boye end giris. This term

refers only to those physleal activities in which pupils
engage on a voluntary basis.

School clubs, As used in this study, school clubs
will refer to those comperatively simple school orgeni-
zations under student leaderahip, with faculty supervie
sicn the membars of which have common interest, dlstinguished
frorm the more formal groups such as athletics and publi-

cetiona,

CHAPTER IX
SETTING THE PROBLEM

This ch;ptar presents the reader thh background
information rag&rdiné the school ﬁna the community which
the school serves. In addition, it will include a descrip-
tion of the Achilles Pupil Aotivity Program.

I, School Community.
Achilles High School serves the white children of the

southern hilr of Gloucester County, Virginia. Thls community
is a tidewater area, rich in seafood production, having the
Virginia Fishories Iaboratory and several fish packing houses
located within its bounds. Proximity to the Naval Mine Depot
and other m&liﬁérw installations providea many parents with
their employment. 7This community 1s a thickly pupulﬁtad
rural ares nnd‘&a egtimated by the Clerk of the County to
have about 6,660 population,

Agencles of the community baving an effect on the
educational program &t Achilles are not many in number,
Motion ploture theaters and Church orgenigations are the
only agencies which offer aotivities to school sge children,
There are no recreational sgencies such as parks, playgrounds,

museums, public libraries or community forums,



The aceupahinnnl’aﬂﬂ educational status of the
parents of the children enrolled 1n Aeh&llaa High School,
as revealed by a aurvey of cha 1nfarmatinn contained in
pupil permenent records, sre disclesed in Table I, Table II,
end Teble IIX,

Teble III that the educational status of the parents of
the pupils enrolled in Achilles High School wes extremely
varied, 7The table reveals that 84.5 per cent or 313
parents did not complete high achool.

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Behool facilitieas The physical school plent is &

major factor in facilitating the total inatractional pro-
cess and in satisfying tIm social needs of the lmmature ,
and adult members of the community.l The facilities at
Achilles are limited to six medium size classrooms, in-
dustrial srts shop, home economios department, commercial
room, cafeteris and & combination gympesium-auditorium.
Speoial rooms, such as gymasiime-suditorium and cafeteria
are limited in mumber ss well as equipment and furthermore,
they also are used by the elementary department.

Pupil Populatio

II

During the school session of 1951-52, there weie
188 pupils enrolled in grades eight through eleven in the
Achilles High School., Of these, B8 were boys and 100 were
girls, Records in the school office indicate that during
the 1051-52 school session, 62 per cent of the pupils
attending Achilles were trensported to school by bus.

Table IV shows the sge~grade distridbution of the
pupiles in grades eight through eleven for the 195152
sesalon. Table V indicates those pupils who have with-
drewn from school during the twelve months preceding the

opsning of the 1951~-52 school year,

School ia composed of twelve pearsons, four men and eight

women. There is one principal and one librarian for the
combination elementary and high school. The elementary and
nigh school are housed in the same building., The entire
secondary teaching staff devoted a portion of its time to

the pupll activity program. Tables VI snd VII indicste the

tesching experience and scademic training of the twelvs
teschers as of September, 19881,

The souroce of data for ths description of this pro=
gram, which has been in effect and was evaluated, may be
found in "An Activities Program for Achilles High School,”
{Appendix B).

The philosophy underlying the pupil soctivities pro=-
gram at Aahillas‘ﬁigh School a&oﬁes that 1f the needs of the
individual and soclety ars to be met, provision must be made
for those experiences which will contribute to the all-round
growth of the individual. The pupil activities must be
dignified in the minds of the students and teachers, They

should have & place in the daily program end provisions
should be made for limiting and encouraging participation,
but the students Interest, joy and spontaneity must be
preserved, 4
Or nnizat&ou of student government. The Studsnﬁ"

Cooperative Assoclation of Achilles High School was responsi-
ble for the spirit and cocperativensss of all other organi-
sations. All oitizens of the school were members and had
the r»right to vote for ﬁhg officers and representatives of
this organizetion. The internal orgenization had the ususl
officers with two representatives elected from esch home room.
The home room: The home room wes organized sc students
could recveive &ll the training poessible from their experiences,
Each home room had a president, vice-president, seoretary and
treasurer. Each officer performed the duties ssoribed the
office as in;kmupihg with Roberts, Rules of Order. The home

room met dmily from 9:00 ams %0 9305 a.m. and from 3305 pem.
to 3:10 pems for administrative work, such as registers and
other work of similar nature. In addition to the daily meet-
ing, it also met cne period per week for guldance, soclal
end other activities which seewed desirable by the sponsor
'anﬂ studenta.

Athletics. A good school program-éravidaa opportunity
for exploring many flelde of activity. One such field 1s

that of physlcsl activities for boys and girls. Partici-.
pation in sporbs and appreciation of the skills entelled
in a sports eaataat ar¢ parta of the total sducation of a
high-achae1~ahndunﬁ.~.ﬁbiliﬁy to recognize degress of pro-
ficiency in theae skills 15 sn attribute of a well-rounded
individusl.

The program of inter-acholestic aports included
six-man football, boys and girls baskstball, basebsll,
track snd softball for girls.

Practice was halﬁ at the diacretion of the cosch
after the sehaalkény had ended. All participants met the
eligibility requirements set up hy the Virginie High School
League.

Forensic activities. The Porensic Program followed
the Miles and regulations of the Virginia High School lsague.
These scotivities were debating, public spesaking, reading.
and spealling.

Sahoal“gﬁblicétaansa Achilles publications consisted

of an anual and school paper.

To be effective, the year book is a record of the
entire school yesar. Its main velue lies 1n its sppesl to
the student at the time it is 1uﬂuaé, and in the reminiscence
value of later years. The senior class was responsible for
this undertaking.
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The school papey is published bi-monthly. The paper
gtaff was responsible for all phaﬁ$5~af its produckion;
editoriels, composition, make~-up, Tinencing, and distribution.

Music aotivities. The musio department perhaps was
unaurpassed in posaibilitles for socisl, moral end lelsure
time training of our future cltivens, These activities
consisted of band and glee club which met weekly.

Dramatiocss One of the most valusble activities was
that of providing opportunity for drematics. This type
activity helps the individual to overcoms sdolescent melfi-
consciousness and self-depreciation. It provides opportuni-
ty to express thoughts end emotiong through gesture end
volcea. |

“he seploy and junior classes produce at least one
play for public participation each year,

Clubs. The strength of & program of school c¢lubs
depsnda on the sdequacy of the individual clubs. The success
of glube was largely determined by the attituds and ability
of the sponsor w»ho was named to exercise guidance in 1its
activities. The clubs orgenized under the guldance of the
school were letterman Club, 4-H Club, Future Homemakers of
America, Iibrary Clud and Commercial Club.

Finencing ths activity program. The general treasurer

plan of managing the pupil sotivities funds, & plsn that
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raquires sach orgenixetion to deposit sll of its receipts
with a single treasurer who pays bills on proper authori-
zation, opsrates at Achilles High Sohool,

Sources of income for the olubs are: dues, ticket
sales, incoms from dances, parties, shows and athletic
avmta.- Each activity hes 1ts owmn ascoount and deposits
its monsy in a General Bchool Pund, which is in the local
bank,. When money is needed for an activity, a request
with the proper authority is made, and a check for the
smount requested ias presented to the tressurer of the acti-~
vity by the school treasurer, who 1s secretary to the principal.

Summary. It le clear that the background of the
student body of Achilles High Bchool, grades elght through
eleven was diversified; the majority of the pupils came from
& rural area; the school facilities are limited; the educa-
tional status of the adults was extremely varied; the fathers
of the school children were employed in many different ocoupa~
tionsj; the mothers of the school ohildren were practically all
occupled with bomemaking; the staff has had considerable ex-
perience; however, their academic training was limited; the
recreational fsacilitles of the community 4id4 not provide for
the nesds of sll the children of Achilles High School; and
the activities and clubs offered at Achilles High School wers
not nunerous, howaver, each had a definite aim and purpose
derived from the school philosophy. (Appendix C)



OHAPTER TII
PRESENTATION OF DATA

In this chepter are pressntad the results of the
findinge of the school staff and the vislting cowmittse
whan thoy evaluated tha pupll activity program of the
Achilles High School during the 1951-52 session, An
‘analysis of the dets from the Student Questicmnaire and
1ts rvesults is slso presented. The results of each group's
appraisal will be pressnted. This will bs followed by »
statement of the recommendations of the group.

I, School Government

It 1z evident from the foregoing data .that the pupil
participetion in school government was "Good, "1 The school
staff, the vislting comnittee and the student body all ap-
pear to be in agreement that this particular phase of pupil

sebivities, promotes the development of certain personal

In opder to initiate the improvement of this program,

It is also important %o note hers éhat:mng’qf the overall
general needs as stated by the visiting committss was that
of maximumm pupll participation in activities., It would seem
that since the student body meds known their wishes for in-
crsased participation on school publications that 1t would
be in kesping with the needs end interests of the pupils,
as well as to achieve the 14es presented by the visiting
cormlttee to make plans for increased partiagpatiap on
school publications.

Plans for improving student publications, The first

consideration for luproving school gublications that should
have attention would be that of providing s student handbook.
4lthough, the achool staff dld not recomuend a handbook, such
& publication could help puplls better understand the policles,
curriocular offerings and gensral opsration of the school. The
following ateps should prove nelpful in ths provision of o
student handbook.

STEF I, A committes should be organized, composed of et
least two staff members, threse pupils end one parent to

study the advantages which might be derived from having a
student heandbook.
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STEP Ii. The committee should report their findings to the
school staff, the student ocouncil snd the executive committes
of the Parent Teachers Asaocia%icn, Approval of this group
would insure cooperation in the production and distribution
of ths handbook. .
STEP IYXI. The respensibility for consbtructing and producing
the handbook should be done by & jolnt conmittes with
represenbtatives from the school staff, the student dbody and
the Psrent Teachars Associmtion represanted. There should
be at least two representatives appointed by the execubive
head of each group.

Plans for improving music sctivities. The pupil scti-

vities of a school conatitute one of the most vital parts.
of the ontire educational program and student activities
which smanate from the music program are of gresat velus for
(1) school service and (2) compunity service.’ It seems
that the logical approach to music improvement at Achilles
would be planned wlth the foregolng statements sz & gulde
to making these plang.

rating of £ (Falr) wers (1) the quality of materials used
and (2) the adequecy of spesch sctivitiss.

EVSymhol ussd in the evalusting rating ascale indicaeting
that the provisions are limited in extent and ere function-
ing poorly.
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Criticisms end recommendations by the visiting committee.

The visiting commitiee increased ‘the overall rating of drams
and speech activities to 2.2 (Fair), -Howsver, even with the
1néraésa:givéﬁ;’it'1§'raéegnigéﬁ that theére is much room for
improvement of the items mentimed in the preceding para-
graph by the school staff.

Criticiems snd recommendations by the student body.

The opinion of students regarding drama end spesch activi-
tiss indicated considerable difference of opinion on the
part of the students sa a whole., No spscific recommendations
wore made by this group, except that a dramstic club be

formed to provide for the specisl interest of some students.

Bummary of recommendations. The unity expressed by
the staff and visiting committes that provisions are not
being met for the developing oft (1) drematic interasts
and abilitles of pupils and (2) spesch interests of pupils
would account for the disinterested attitude on the part of
the puplls toward this phage of pupll aoctivities.

Plena for improving drametic and spssch activities.

Since a desire haa‘bﬁan revealed un.ﬁho‘parﬁ ﬁf many
students to beé@mﬂ‘mnmnera'aféu dramatic club, it would seem
that the uext logical step for impvoV&ﬁg this phase of pupil
activities would be to provide such a club. The following
steps should be takens
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STEP I. Provisions should be made by the administration to
sponsor a Gramatic olub.
STEP II. The club should be open to all studenta. Proe
ficiency in acting should not be e requirement, B8teging a
play requires scene painters, electriciana, sﬁhgahanda,
muaioi&ns,‘advertiaeré, costumers and others who never eppear
in the cast. An interest in dramatica should be sufficlent
qualification to permlt membership.
STEP III. The internal orgenigzation of the club under the
gupervision of the sponsor should have the fellowing committees

A, Cast commibtes, BSelecting und assigning studente to
roles would be ths major duty of this committes.

B. Properties and scenery committes, This group would
meke or borrow the nee&ﬁéary squipment for the pradusﬁianaa

C. Cosbume commiites., This conmittee would be charged
with the respongibility of properly dressing the actors.

D, Husic committee. This group arranges for the necessary
wugic which accompanies the play.

E. Ticket committes. The details of dlstributing, sell-
lng and collsctiong ticksies would be the major duties of this
commitien,

F. Stago management committee. ' This committee arranges
the stage, provides off stage effects and helps make the in-

tervels short between acta,
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8. Publicity committee. Ths publieity for a production
will include edvertising in newspapers, by means of poaters,
show cards, assembly snd home room notices.

'Ho Bueiness committee. 'This group hendles the accounte
ing for funds and paying the bills.
STEP III.  The final atep in improving dramatic activities
would be that of improving the msterlals eveilable for
dramatics. This responsibility would lie chiefly with the
BPONEOT.
STEP 1V, Speech activities could be improved by promoting
a spsech olub.
