Cheuser usod the same percentage of words of Rowance
origin when writing indepeniently ac when {aking the
watoriel from a Bomancs source.

It may be intoresting to note that the writer's
comnlusion es to the percont of Eomanos wopds in ths four
selections studied agress very clomely with the well known
estimate {12 or 13 percent) made by Skeat, as to the mumber
of Romance words in the Uemersl Prologue.
