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8¢ Part=Tine Trade Extension Clesses, These clasases are simlilsr to general
continuation clesses exoept that the instruction mist be releted to some specifiec
trade or vouvation, These classes provide opportunities for unemployed persons
to pursue short scurses (144 hours or mors) to prepare them tc enter some trade
or industrisl vocation, Compercial sourses canuot be offered in trede extenmsion
clanses.s

4. Instyuctor Training. These clesssee are organized to train instructers
for all types of trade and induetriel olasses, whether the percons are presently
employed or not employed; for supervision of strictly wooational courses, for
vo=ordination of part-time classes, and for foreman training end training of
instructors employed by industries in whioh oclssses are opereted under publie
supervision,

be Foremen Training. These ere svening or part~time classes, the enrolle
ment in whioh is limited to men in executive or supervisory capscities, or
porsons who heve poasibilities of developing into exeoutives.

6s Digstributive Eduontion Clssses. These classes are evening or partetime
clagsses and the enrollment ig¢ limited to people who are sngsged in the distribue
tion of products,

the guldsnce given students in the Richmond high solwols, the name, Riohmond
Consultation Service was adopted. The NYA employed three counselors {two men
~end one wonman) snd e asoretary«psychologlist to handle the correspondence for
‘ the service and to administer and interpret the tests which were to be given
the olients, The Virginia State Employment service reorganised its office,
putting in a Junier Flacement Division to cooperete with the Riohmend Consultation
Service, and also provided offloe space free of rent to the service. This
sorvice began ¥ay 1, 1939, There 1s no report of its work at this time,
Collere Exbension. The extension work of the various colleges cccupies an
importent place in the field of adult educstion. It is su stitexpt on the
part of these colleges to meet the educational needs of adults that, for one
resson or another, sre not able to reglster for a regulsr college course at
the institution. WRherever there is & demand for an extenelon cleass sufficient
to Justify the expenses involved the University of Virginis or the cslleges
